2. Engage in a course of conduct or repeatedly commit acts which harass or intimidate
another person and which serve no legitimate purpose.
3. This subsection does not prohibit any person from participating in lawful conduct in labor
disputes under §103.53, Wis. Stats.
4, Penalty upon violation of subsection 7-4-2D1 and D2 of this Code is a Class Two
forfeiture. (8947.013(1) and (1m), Wis. Stats.) (Ord. 96-0310)
