RESOLUTION 12-4-12 

Resolution Urging State Legislators To Vote In Favor  
Of Transportation Dollars For Transportation 

WHEREAS, Wisconsin’s transportation infrastructure is a fundamental component of its ability to attract 
and retain business and produce jobs; and 

WHEREAS, gas tax and vehicle registration fees comprise over 85% of the state’s segregated 
transportation account.  Revenues from these two user fees have been declining and are inadequate to meet 
the existing transportation needs in this state; and 

WHEREAS, Wisconsin’s past practice of transferring money from the segregated transportation fund to 
the general fund has eroded the public’s confidence that the “user fees” they pay through the state gasoline tax 
and vehicle registration fees will be used for their intended purpose; and 

WHEREAS, Wisconsin’s practice of replacing the dollars transferred from the state’s segregated 
transportation fund with general obligation (GO) bonds put our state in the precarious position of bonding to fund 
ongoing operations; an 

WHEREAS, the debt service for these bonds are being paid for out of the state’s general fund which 
hinders its ability to fund other programs like Shared Revenue, Youth Aids, Community Aids and courts in the 
future; and 

WHEREAS, Green County placed an advisory referendum on the November 2010 ballot asking "Should 
the Wisconsin Constitution be amended to prohibit any further transfers or lapses from the segregated 
transportation fund?"; and 

WHEREAS, the people of Green County voted overwhelmingly in favor of this constitutional amendment 
–  almost 70% “yes”; and 

WHEREAS, Fifty-three other counties in Wisconsin also asked the same advisory referendum question 
and the support was similar across the state with an average “yes” vote of 70%; and 

WHEREAS, first consideration of this constitutional amendment passed the Wisconsin State Legislature 
overwhelmingly last session, on a bipartisan basis; and  

WHEREAS, the 2012-13 session of the Wisconsin State Legislature has the opportunity to pass second 
consideration of this constitutional amendment and in so doing will give the citizens of the entire state the 
opportunity to vote for amending the state constitution to ensure transportation revenues are spent for 
transportation purposes; and 

WHEREAS, providing constitutional protection for transportation user fees will align Wisconsin with our 
neighbors in Minnesota, Iowa and Michigan. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Green County Board of Supervisors, in legal session 
assembled, that the board strongly urges our state representatives to vote in favor of second consideration of the 
joint resolution to protect the transportation fund, thereby giving voters across this state the opportunity to vote 
on a binding referendum to amend the constitution and ensure the transportation user fees they pay will be spent 
for transportation purposes.

ORDINANCE 12-1201 
Public Work Bid Requirement Modification 

 WHEREAS, the Finance and Accounting Committee has the general supervision over contract and 
purchase review and approval procedures of the County; and 

 WHEREAS, after review of the Green County Code and §59.52(29), Wis. Stats., the Finance and 
Accounting Committee has indicated that the Green County Code is in need of updating with regard to the public 
work bid requirements; and 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Green County Board of Supervisors, in legal session 
assembled, that the following additions, deletions and corrections be made to Title 1, Section 11 of the Green 
County Code. 

1-11-2:  COUNTY PURCHASES AND CONTRACTS 
F. Pursuant to §59.52(29), Wis.  Stats., all public work done by or for Green County, including any contract 

for the construction, repair, remodeling or improvement of any public work, building or furnishing of 

supplies or material of any kind where the estimated cost of such work will exceed twenty-five thousand 

dollars ($25,000.00) shall be let by contract to the lowest responsible bidder.  The contract shall be let 
and entered into pursuant to §66.0901, Wis. Stats., except that the Green County Board of Supervisors 
may, by a three-fourths (3/4) vote of all of its members entitled to a seat, provide that any class of such 
public work or any part thereof may be done directly by the County without submitting the same for bids.  
This Section does not apply to highway contracts which the County Highway Committee is authorized by 
law to let or make.  The provisions of this Section are also not mandatory for the repair or reconstruction 
of public facilities when damage or threatened damage thereto creates an emergency, as determined by 
resolution of the Green County Board of Supervisors, in which the public health or welfare of the County 
is endangered.  Whenever the County Board by majority vote at a regular or special meeting 
determines that an emergency no longer exists, this subsection shall again apply.  This section does not 
apply to contracts other than for the construction, repair, remodeling or improvement of public works, 
and buildings, or for furnishing of supplies or materials; that is, contracts for the purchase of equipment 

or services shall not be subject to the public bidding requirements.  The following requirements 

pertain to public works where the estimated cost of such work is between $5,000.00 and 

$25,000.00: 

1. If the estimated cost of any public work is between five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) and 

twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00), the board shall give a Class 1 notice under 

Chapter 985 of the Wisconsin Statutes before it contracts for the work or shall contract 

with a person qualified as a bidder under §66.0901(2), Wis. Stats.   

2. This subsection does not apply to public construction if the materials for such a project 

are donated or if the labor for such a project is provided by volunteers. 

G. All purchases or contracts where the estimated cost or price exceeds twenty-five thousand dollars 
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($25,000.00), but which are not subject to the public advertising-bid procedures of the preceding 
paragraph, may be made without advertising, but the appropriate department head or County Board 
Committee, so far as possible and practicable, shall solicit prices from at least two (2) dealers, 
contractors, or providers.  From such solicited prices, the department head, and/or Committee shall 
make the purchase or contract which, in his, her or its opinion is considered most advantageous to 
Green County.  The department head or Committee shall keep a record of all prices received and 
purchases or contracts made.

ORDINANCE 12-1202 
Concealed Weapon and Care and Treatment of Animals Modifications 

 WHEREAS, the Law Enforcement & Public Safety Committee has general supervision over law 
enforcement policies of the County; and 

 WHEREAS, after review of the Green County Code and the Wisconsin Statutes, the Law Enforcement & 
Public Safety Committee has indicated that the Green County Code is in need of updating; and 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Green County Board of Supervisors, in legal session 
assembled, that the following additions, deletions and corrections be made to Title 7 of the Green County Code. 

7-4-5:   CARRYING A CONCEALED WEAPON 
A. No person except for a peace officer shall go armed with a concealed and dangerous weapon.  Penalty 

upon violation of this subsection is a Class One forfeiture. (§941.23, Wis. Stats.) 
B. In this Section "peace officer" means any person vested by law with a duty to maintain public order or to 

make arrests for crime, whether that duty extends to all crimes or is limited to specific crimes. 
(§939.22(22), Wis. Stats.) (Ord. 92-0240) 

A.  State Statute Adopted:  Wisconsin Statute Section 941.23 regulating carrying a concealed and 
dangerous weapon including any and all existing and future amendments thereto is adopted in its 
entirety. 

B. Penalty:  
1. Any person violating 7-4-5A above shall be subject to a Class Five forfeiture for failure of an 

out-of-state or former law enforcement official to carry required documentation in violation of 
§941.23(3), Wis. Stats. 

2.  Any person violating 7-4-5A above shall be subject to a Class One forfeiture for carrying an 
unauthorized concealed weapon in violation of §941.23(2), Wis. Stats. 

7-4-5-1:  CARRYING FIREARM IN PUBLIC BUILDING 
A. State Statute Adopted:  Wisconsin Statute Section 941.235 regulating carrying a firearm in a public 

building including any and all existing and future amendments thereto is adopted in its entirety. 
B.  Penalty:  Any person violating 7-4-5-1A above shall be subject to a Class One forfeiture. 

7-4-5-2: CARRYING HANDGUN WHERE ALCOHOL BEVERAGES MAY BE SOLD AND CONSUMED 
A. State Statute Adopted:  Wisconsin Statute Section 941.237 regulating carrying a handgun where 

alcohol beverages may be sold and consumed including any and all existing and future amendments 
thereto is adopted in its entirety. 

B. Penalty:  Any person violating 7-4-5-2A above shall be subject to a Class One forfeiture. 

7-4-5-3:  POSSESSION OF SWITCHBLADE KNIFE 
A.  State Statute Adopted:  Wisconsin Statute Section 941.24 regulating possession of a switchblade knife 

including any and all existing and future amendments thereto is adopted in its entirety. 
B.  Penalty:  Any person violating 7-4-5-3A above shall be subject to a Class One forfeiture. 

7-4-5-4:  LICENSE TO CARRY A CONCEALED WEAPON 
A.  State Statute Adopted:  Wisconsin Statute Sections 175.60(2g), (11), (16) and (17) regulating licenses 

to carry a concealed weapon including any and all existing and future amendments thereto is adopted in 
its entirety. 
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B.  Penalty: 
1.  Any person violating 7-4-5-4A above shall be subject to a Class Five forfeiture for failure to carry 

the required license in violation of §§175.60(2g)(b) or (c), Wis. Stats. 
2.  Any person violating 7-4-5-4A above shall be subject to a Class Five forfeiture for failure to notify 

the Department of Justice of any change of address in violation of §175.60(11)(b)1, Wis. Stats. 
3.  Any person violating 7-4-5-4A above shall be subject to a Class Two forfeiture for carrying a 

concealed weapon where prohibited in violation of §175.60(16), Wis. Stats. 
4. Any person violating 7-4-5-4A above shall be subject to a Class Five forfeiture for failure to 

relinquish a license document to the Department of Justice in violation of §175.60(17)(e), Wis. 
Stats. 

7-4-5-5:   TRESPASS WHILE CARRYING OR POSSESSING A WEAPON OR FIREARM 
A.  State Statute Adopted:  Wisconsin Statute Section 943.13 regulating certain trespassing actions while 

carrying or possessing a weapon or firearm including all existing and future amendments thereto is 
adopted in its entirety. 

B.  Penalty:  Any person violating 7-4-5-5A above shall be subject to a Class One forfeiture. 

7-4-13-2: CARE AND TREATMENT OF ANIMALS 
A.  No person shall treat any animal in a cruel manner which causes unnecessary pain or suffering or 

unjustifiable injury or death.  Penalty for violation of this subsection is a Class Two forfeiture.   
B. No animal shall be inhumanely confined in a manner which causes or is likely to cause pain, suffering, 

injury or death.  Penalty for violation of this subsection is a Class Two forfeiture.   
C. Any person owning, keeping, harboring or having custody of an animal shall provide sufficient food and 

water, proper shelter, protection from the weather, veterinary care when needed, and other humane care 
and treatment as needed to maintain all animals in good health.  Penalty for violation of this subsection 
is a Class Two forfeiture.   

D. No animal shall be: 
1. Abandoned by its owner or any person responsible for the care of the animal.  Penalty for 

violation of this subsection is a Class Two forfeiture.   
2. Turned loose by its owner or any person responsible for the care of the animal, with intent 

that the animal shall be abandoned.  Penalty for violation of this subsection is a Class Two 
forfeiture. 

E. No person shall dispose of any animal carcass in the waters of the state or on a public highway, nor 
expose an animal carcass in such a manner as to be reached by dogs or wild animals for a longer 
period than 24 hours during the months of April to November or 48 hours during the months of 
December to March.  Penalty for violation of this subsection is a Class Two forfeiture.   

F.  The owner of a dog shall have the dog vaccinated against rabies by a licensed veterinarian at no later 
than 5 months of age and revaccinated within one year after the initial vaccination, and thereafter, shall 
have the dog re-vaccinated at such other times as required by current standards of animal 
husbandry.  The owner shall attach the rabies vaccination tag or a substitute tag to a collar and a collar 
with the tag attached shall be kept on the dog at all times but this requirement does not apply to a dog 
during competition or training, to a dog while hunting, to a dog securely confined indoors, to a dog 
securely confined in a fenced area or to a dog while actively involved in herding or controlling livestock if 
the dog is under the control of its owner.   Penalty for violation of this subsection is a Class Four 
forfeiture.
