RESOLUTION 9-1-18 

Resolution Authorizing Sale of .84 Acres Located in Town of Spring Grove to Adjoining Landowner 
Judith C. Thompson  

WHEREAS, in 1998 Green County purchased 8.45 acres of land on County Trunk Highway (CTH) OK in 
the Town of Spring Grove for the purposes of constructing a bridge connecting CTH OK and CTH K; and 

WHEREAS, the plans for the bridge construction were never completed and Green County sold 7.61 
acres of the 8.45 acre parcel in 1999 which landlocked the parcel which is now owned by Judith C. Thompson; 
and 

WHEREAS, Green County retained an adjoining .84 acre parcel along the right-of-way of CTH OK for 
the possibility of straightening the road in the future, and 

WHEREAS, the Green County Highway Committee and Highway Commissioner have no plans to 
expand CTH OK and voted on August 13, 2018 in committee to convey the .84 acre parcel to Judith C. 
Thompson; and 

WHEREAS, the Green County Highway Department, has a desire to transfer a parcel of property 
described as follows: 

All that land lying east of the following described property to the centerline of County Trunk Highway OK 
being about .84 acres: 
Commencing at the Northeast corner of said Section 30; thence N89º47’45”W, along the north line of 
Section 30, 1052.22 feet to the west right-of-way line of Country Trunk Highway OK, the point of 
beginning: 
thence S16 º31’09”E, along the west right-of-way line of County Trunk Highway OK, 351.41 feet;  
thence S08 º10’43”E, along the west right-of-way line of County Trunk Highway OK, 331.79 feet; 
thence N89 º49’19”W, 431.28 feet; 
thence N01 º30’08”W, 946.63 feet; 
thence N86 º33’38”, along a fence line, 268.41 feet; 
thence S00 º00’77”W, along the west right-of-way line of County Trunk Highway OK 160.01 feet; 
thence S16 º31’09”E along the west right-of-way line of County Trunk Highway OK, 144.36 feet to the 
point of beginning.

WHEREAS, Section 59.06 and Section 59.52(6) of the Wisconsin Statutes allows the County Clerk to 
lease, sell or convey or contract to sell or convey any county property, under such terms as the Board approves; 
and 

WHEREAS, the above aforementioned property was not donated and required to be held for a special 
purpose and is not property acquired by way of tax deed; and 

WHEREAS, the Green County Property, Parks and Insurance Committee met on September 7, 2018, 
and approved this resolution. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Green County Board of Supervisors, in legal session 
assembled, that the Green County Board approve the recommendation of the Green County Highway 
Committee and Property, Parks and Insurance Committee for the sale of the above-described property by the 
County Clerk in accordance with this resolution; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Green County Clerk be authorized to execute a deed on behalf of 
the County Board pursuant to Section 59.06 and 59.52(6), Wis.
