Health Officer’s Report: RoAnn Warden  

 December and January Program Statistics and Activities.  Influenza like illness at high levels and 
number of hospitalized people are increasing sharply. Schools are reporting high levels of 
absenteeism numbers. 

 2019 Novel Coronavirus Update provided on National and WI individuals who are considered 
Persons under investigation, positive case numbers.  For people in US and WI the risk is low.  
Testing capabilities coming to WI State Lab. Local Public Health will be notified by DPH of a 
traveler who would need to be monitored.  DPH has asked LHD’s to check WEDSS system daily 
including weekends. DPH providing guidance and weekly webinar updates.   

 WI DHS Division of Public Health 2020 Consolidated Contract Objectives reviewed. Handout  
 Personnel Update –WIC Director has resigned and Public Health Nurse position remains vacant.  

Positions are posted and recruitment continues. 
 Personnel Exit Interview Survey Results shared and discussed common themes.
